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Member Developed Methodology Approval Request Form

This form is for Climate Registry Members who find it necessary to develop a unique greenhouse gas emissions methodology in order to fully complete their emissions inventory.  Please note that Members can only propose methodologies under two circumstances: 1) A Member is unable to use any Registry-provided methodology or published, peer reviewed industry best practice, or 2) A Member has developed a more accurate methodology than is included in The Registry’s guidance or industry best practice for that source.  If The Registry provides a methodology for the same source as the Member developed methodology, the Member’s methodology must be as accurate as one of The Registry’s methodologies for the same source.  
In most circumstances, The Registry will evaluate your proposal within 30 days.  If the proposed methodology is particularly complex or if this request form is not complete, we may require additional time. Evaluation Criteria
Member developed methodologies will be approved when they meet any one of the following three criteria:

1. The Registry does not provide guidance for the particular source and there are no existing published, peer reviewed industry best practice resources.
2. The Member is unable to use The Registry’s current guidance and methodology is deemed, by Registry staff, to be at least as accurate as one of The Registry’s methodologies
3. The Registry does not provide guidance for the particular source and the Member is unable to use existing published, peer reviewed industry best practice.
Please Note
The Registry automatically accepts emissions reported using methodologies mandated under State, Provincial, or Federal emissions regulation.  Members using these methodologies are not required to complete this form.
In addition, where emission sources are small enough to be included within the five percent SEMs threshold, Members may elect to use non-registry approved methods that are more accurate than the simplified upper bounds methods generally used to estimate very small sources without submitting a Member Derived Methodology Form, as long as the emissions are designated as SEMs.
